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FORMAREA CITITORULUI DE LITERATURA IN RAPORT CU TELEOLOGIA SI
CONTINUTURILE EDUCATIEI LITERAR-ARTISTICE

In articol este abordatd problema privind formarea elevului-cititor in raport cu teleologia si continuturile educatiei
literar-artistice.

Este
oferita o tipologie de sarcini extratextuale, intratextuale si intertextuale care contribuie la receptarea adecvata, creativa a
operei literare.
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DEVELOPING THE LITERATURE-READER IN RELATION TO TELEOLOGY AND

In this article there is insisted on developing the reader-student in relation to teleology and literary-artistic education.
First of all there are pointed out a couple of opinions belonging to different methodists, about the importance, goal,
and the way of examining literature in school. The author is highlighting some gaps that are attested in the process of
study/reception of literature in school. In his research he is based on the lecture-theory (P.Cornea), on the reception
theory (W.Iser, H.R. Jauss), on the literary-artistic theory (V1.Paslaru). Further, there are suggested some methodological
clues that stimulate the student interest toward reading, the interaction between explanation, understanding and interpre-
tation. There is also provided a typology of extratextual, intratextual and intertextual tasks that contribute to adequate,
creative literary work reception.
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
