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MECANISME PSIHICE CU IMPACT DE SCINDARE A SOCIETATII

Abordand subiectul enuntat, pornim de la premisa teoretica cd experienta represiva a deportarilor a solicitat persoa-
nelor deportate sa actualizeze mecanisme de aparare arhaice, precum idealizarea i devalorizarea, astfel incercand o
compensare psihica a confuziei existentiale si, implicit, psihice traite. Astfel, in urma analizei de continut identificam in
discursurile persoanelor deportate devalorizarea si demonizarea concetatenilor care au fost implicati in organizarea de-
portarilor, in contrast cu idealizarea deportatilor si a bastinasilor din locurile in care populatia basarabeand a fost depor-
tata. Tindem sa considerdm ca aceste mecanisme de aparare dovedesc prezenta tendintei de scindare a societatii basara-
bene ca urmare a deportarilor, a masurilor represive si de manipulare.
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PSYCHOLOGICAL MECANISMS WITH SPLITTING IMPACT ON THE SOCIETY

IN THE CONTEXT OF DEPORTATIONS

In our article we start from the theoretical premise that repressive experiences of the deportations determinated
deportee persons to activate defense mechanisms like idealization and devaluation, as compensation to the existential
and psychological confusion related to their experiences. Thus, the narrative analysis of memories of deportee persons
attested the following defensive strategies: 1) the devaluation and demonization of fellowcitizens who were involved in
deportations; 2) the idealization of the deportee persons and of the natives from the places where the population of
Basarabia was deported. As a result of deportations, repressive measures and manipulation, these defense mechanisms
prove the presence of tendency to split the Basarabian society.
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
