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In articol sunt valorificate un sir de idei ce vizeazi meritocratia si meritologia din perspectiva solicitarilor venite dinspre
scoald. Se subliniaza faptul ca azi trdim intr-o perioada a valorizarilor, a acreditarilor, a ierarhizarilor prin care se pun la
proba aprecierii, prin diverse criterii, oameni, activititi, institutii. Potrivit teoriilor sociologice actuale, o societate este
consideratd meritocratica daca fiecare individ are sansa de a reusi in viata prin scoald si dacd reusita scolara se traduce
printr-o reusita sociala. Meritocratie inseamni sa fii promovat pe merit. in insasi notiunea de evaluare se include merito-
logia, deoarece este definitd ca o emitere de judecati de valoare sau de merit. Se pune in evidentd faptul ca meritocratia si
meritologia sunt notiuni din sociologie, care indicd 0 forma de guverndmant sau de organizare in care nominalizarea
este facutd si sarcinile sunt atribuite pe baza abilitatii (meritelor) si talentului sau obtinerea unui rezultat personal in baza
meritului sau a superioritatii personale. Meritologia presupune crearea cadrului de sanse egale in afirmarea meritelor
elevilor si o selectie ultrarespectuoasa a acestor merite inndscute sau dobandite personal, diriguindu-le spre merite recunos-
cute in plan social. In baza analizelor intreprinse este elaborata formula meritologiei.

Prin perspectivele expuse, se sustine ideea ca evaluarea trebuie sa fie cat mai echitabild din punct de vedere moral
si cat mai exacta din punct de vedere stiintific. Aceasta este una dintre conditiile fundamentale, esentiale ale meritologiei.

THE RETORICA OF MERITOLOGY IN SCHOOL

The article develops a series of ideas aimed at meritocracy and meritology from the perspective of school requests.
The fact that today we live in a period of valuations, accreditations, hierarchies through which are submited to the test of
appreciation, by various criteria, people, activities, institutions insunderlined. According to current sociological theories, a
society is considered meritocratic if each individual has the chance to succeed in life through school and if school
success translates into social success. Meritocracy means being promoted on merit. Meritology itself is included in the
notion of evaluation, as it is defined as an issue of value or merit judgments. It is emphasized that meritocracy and
meritology are notions of sociology, which indicate a form of government or organization in which nomination is made
and tasks are assigned based on ability (merits) and talent or obtaining a personal result on the basis of merit or personal
superiority. Meritology implies the creation of the framework of equal opportunities in affirming the merits of the
pupils and an ultra-respectful selection of these merits born or acquired personally, directing them towards socially-
recognized merits. Based on the analyzes undertaken, the meritology formula is developed.

From the perspectives outlined, it supports the idea that the evaluation must be as morally fair and as scientifically
accurate as possible. This is one of the fundamental, essential conditions of meritology.
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
