COVID-19 PANDEMIC AND DISPROPORTED IMPACT ON GIRLS

This article discusses the issues related to the disproportionate impact of online education during the Coronavirus
lockdown on girls, in particular those in TVET institutions. The disproportionate access to online learning technologies
and the lack of time that would normally have been allocated to learning - are two reasons that have a differentiated impact
on girls compared to boys, on all levels of education. This crisis can seriously affect the technical vocational education
system in the medium and long term, given the gender segregation of jobs learnt in these institutions, the impact of the
crises on restaurant & cafe businesses and job losses in the sector.
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
