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AGRESIVITATEA $I STILURILE DE COMUNICARE LA PREADOLESCENTI

Comunicarea este un atribut esential al grupului uman, dar in special pentru preadolescenti, care in aceasta perioada de
dezvoltare au drept activitate dominantd comunicarea cu semenii. Agresivitatea la preadolescenti constituie una dintre
problemele esentiale abordate atat de profesori, cat si de parinti, de aceea aceastd tema de interes major merita o abordare
complexi si o analiza profunda. in prezentul studiu examindm agresivitatea si stilurile de comunicare la preadolescenti.
Esantionul cercetdrii a fost format din 90 de elevi de varsta preadolescenta, elevi ai claselor a V-3, a Vl-a si a VII-a. Cele
trei ipoteze de cercetare au fost verificate, iar rezultatele permit sa afirmam ca: preadolescentii care se afld pe diferite
trepte de scolarizare se diferentiaza intre ei in ceea ce priveste formele agresivititii; elevii claselor a V-a, a Vl-a si a
VIl-a se diferentiaza intre ei in ceea ce priveste stilurile de comunicare; exista o relatie intre agresivitate si stilurile de
comunicare la preadolescenti, in special o asociere legata de stilul nonasertiv.
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AGGRESSIVENESS AND COMMUNICATION STYLES IN PREADOLESCENTS

Communication is an essential attribute of the human group, but especially for preadolescents whose dominant
activity during this period of development is the communication with peers. Preadolescent aggression is a key issue
addressed by both teachers and parents and therefore, this topic of interest deserves further development and analysis.
The present study examined aggression and communication styles in preadolescents. The study sample consisted of 90
5th, 6th and 7th grade preadolescent students. The three research hypotheses were verified, and the results allow us to state
that preadolescents who are at different stages of schooling differ from each other in terms of forms of aggression; the
5th, 6th and 7th grade students differ in their communication styles; on supporting the existence of a relationship between
aggression and communication styles in preadolescents, especially related to the non-assertive style.
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
