MULTIDIMENSIONALITY OF THE STUDENT ASSESSMENT PROCESS

IN THE CONDITIONS OF HYBRID AND / OR ONLINE LEARNING

The given paper turns out to be research that falls within the scientific dimensions of the theory and methodology of
student assessment with examples of application in the field of didactics of academic disciplines.

Beginning with the massive introduction of hybrid and online learning in the universities (but not only) in the pandemic
period of 2020-2022 academic years, the effect of reducing verbal and non-verbal communication between actors in the
didactic activities has also increased the problems correlated to the assessment of the learner in the short and long term.
This fact was reflected in the objective grading of the student both during the semester and at the end of the course(s) /
semester, etc.

As a solution to improve such situations, the author proposes the development of strategies for assessing the knowledge
of the learner, based on the diversification of assessment methods and procedures, as well as their potential.

The author uses descriptive, synthetic, and analytical research methods; comes with the revision of the literature rele-
vant to the stated topic; reflects theoretical aspects of some methods and procedures in order to build a modern strategy
of didactic assessment of the student, which can be useful, mainly, in the conditions of hybrid and / or online learning,
but not only.

The applied aspects of this research are illustrated on the example of the particular framework of educational activities
in the disciplines provided in the study programs from the specializations in Computer Science and ICT, having the
potential to be adapted to other levels of study and other curricular areas.
