REZULTATELE IMPACTULUI CORECTOR AL PROGRAMULUI PENTRU DEZVOLTAREA

MOTRICITATII FINE ASUPRA VORBIRII COERENTE LA COPIII CU TULBURARE

GLOBALA DE LIMBAJ

Vorbirea coerenta reprezinta redarea unui continut printr-un gir de propozitii logice, care sunt corecte gramatical i
asigura comunicarea intre oameni. Vorbirea coerenta este baza si mijlocul dezvoltarii functiilor mentale superioare. La
copiii prescolari cu tulburari globale de limbaj (TGL) sunt prezente abateri in dezvoltarea tuturor aspectelor vorbirii, inclusiv a
vorbirii coerente. Prin urmare, formarea vorbirii coerente a copiilor cu TGL este una dintre cele mai importante sarcini
ale masurilor corective. In acelasi timp, copiii cu TGL au probleme in sfera motrici, manifestate prin particularititile
dezvoltarii fizice si ale abilitatilor psihomotorii: incalcéri ale motricitatii fine, grosiere si coordonare. Tinand cont de
faptul ca dezvoltarea motricitatii fine este un mijloc eficient, justificat fiziologic, de dezvoltare a functiilor mentale
superioare, am elaborat un program corectiv, care avea ca scop imbunatatirea motricitdtii fine. Am studiat actiunea
programului corectiv asupra dezvoltarii vorbirii coerente la copiii prescolari cu TGL gradul H1-1V.

RESULTS OF THE FINE MOTOR SKILLS DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM’S REMEDIAL IMPACT ON
THE COHERENT SPEECH IN CHILDREN WITH A GENERAL SPEECH UNDERDEVELOPMENT
Coherent speech represents the reproduction of a content through a series of logical sentences, which are grammatically
correct and ensure communication between people. Coherent speech is the basis and means of developing higher mental
functions. In preschool children with global language disorders (GLD), deviations are present in the development of all
aspects of speech, including coherent speech. Therefore, the formation of coherent speech of children with GLD is one
of the most important tasks of corrective measures. At the same time, children with TGL have problems in the motor
sphere, manifested by the peculiarities of physical development and psychomotor skills: violations of fine, gross and
coordination motor skills. Taking into account that the development of fine motor skills is an effective, physiologically
justified means of developing higher mental functions, we developed a corrective program, which aimed to improve fine
motor skills. We studied the action of the corrective program on the development of coherent speech in preschool children
with TGL grade H1-1V.
