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The banking sector plays an important role in the economy, fulfilling specific functions that other infrastructures
cannot replace. It has a key role in the functioning of the system of payments and settlements, being the subject of money
issuance and the main institutional conductor of the state monetary policy, supporting and ensuring the financial flows
in the country, which ensures the development of the economy. In addition, banks perform the traditional function of
financial intermediation - depositing the savings of natural and legal persons and redirecting this money to: lending the
economy, interbank investments, investments in securities, etc. In this context, the stability of the banking sector is the
key for the development of the economy as a whole. This state of the banking sector is in the interest of all subjects who
in one way or another are related to banks (citizens, economic agents, government, supervisory authority), and banks
themselves. The instability of the banking system, whose prolonged duration leads to financial crises, leads to disruption of
the normal functioning of the economy. This article is devoted to the elaboration of the model of evaluation and forecasting
the financial stability of commercial banks and the banking sector in the Republic of Moldova. It can be an efficient tool
for monitoring the evolution of the financial stability by the supervisory authority and banks’ management.

BANCILOR COMERCIALE SI A SECTORULUI BANCAR iN REPUBLICA MOLDOVA

Sectorul bancar detine un rol important in economie, indeplinind functii specifice pe care alte infrastructuri nu le pot
inlocui. Acesta are un rol cheie in functionarea sistemului de plati si decontari, fiind subiectul emiterii de bani si principalul
dirijor institutional al politicii monetare de stat, sustindnd si asigurand fluxurile financiare din tara, care asigurd dezvoltarea
economiei. in plus, bancile indeplinesc functia traditionald de intermediere financiard — atragerea economiilor persoanelor
fizice si juridice si redirectionarea acestor bani spre: dezvoltarea economiei, investitii interbancare, investitii in valori
mobiliare etc. in acest context, stabilitatea sectorului bancar este cheia dezvoltirii economiei in ansamblu. Aceast3 stare a
sectorului bancar este in interesul tuturor subiectilor care, Intr-un fel sau altul, au legatura cu bancile (cetateni, agenti
economici, guvern, autoritatile de supraveghere) si bancile in sine. Instabilitatea sistemului bancar, a carei durata prelungita
duce la crize financiare, duce la intreruperea functionarii normale a economiei. Acest articol are ca subiect elaborarea mo-
delului de evaluare si prognozare a stabilititii financiare a bancilor comerciale si a sectorului bancar din Republica
Moldova. Modelul poate fi un instrument eficient pentru monitorizarea evolutiei stabilitatii financiare de cétre autoritatea
de supraveghere si managementul bancilor.
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
