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in Republica Moldova patologia glandei tiroide ocupi locul II in randul patologiilor endocrine si detine o pondere de
32% din numirul total al bolnavilor endocrini (conform datelor din anul 2006). in perioada 2000-2006 numirul bolnavi-
lor cu patologia glandei tiroide a crescut de doud ori. Hipotiroidia primara clinicd ocupd o pondere de 5-6% din populatia
feminind si 1-2% din populatia masculind. Femeile sufera de hipotiroidie de 10 ori mai des decét barbatii. Perioada de pu-
bertate si varsta de 50-80 de ani sunt doua puncte maxime in aparitia acestei patologii. Aceste persoane se trateaza printr-o
terapie combinatd, de fiecare datd personalizata, pentru ci cauzele hipotiroidiei pot fi diferite. In urma studiului literaturii
de specialitate putem mentiona ca hormonii tiroidieni au o influenta majora asupra metabolismelor intermediare in diverse
stari patologice. Majoritatea bolilor tiroidiene sunt asociate cu defecte nu numai ale hormogenezei, secretiei, transportului sau
degradarii hormonilor tiroidieni, dar si cu defecte la nivelul metabolismelor lipidic, proteic, glucidic, hidromineral.

BACKGROUND ADMINISTERING LOCAL PHYTOPREPARATION

Thyroid pathology in Moldova ranks second among endocrine pathologies and accounts for 32% of all endocrine patients
(as 0f 2006). In 2000-2006 the number of patients with thyroid pathology increased twice. Clinical primary hypothyroidism
deals accounted for 6.5% of the female population and 1.2% of the male population. The women suffer from hypothy-
roidism 10 times more often than men. Two points maximum occurrence of this pathology are puberty and the age of
50-80 years. These people are treated by a combination therapy, custom each time, for different causes may be hypothy-
roidism. The research literature we can mention that thyroid hormones have a major influence on intermediary metabolism
in various pathological conditions. Most thyroid diseases are associated with defects not only of homogenizes, secretion,
transport or degradation of thyroid hormones, and defects in the metabolism of lipid, protein, carbohydrate, hydro mineral.
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
