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COMPLEXITATEA FACTORILOR CARE DETERMINA DEZVOLTAREA
COMPORTAMENTULUI DELINCVENT AL MINORILOR

Abordarea complexa si exhaustiva a fenomenului infractional porneste de la explicarea etiologiei comportamentului
individului. Analiza conduitei infractionale a indivizilor denota ca infractorii apartin tuturor straturilor sociale, indiferent de
etnie, varstd, sex, apartenenta religioasa sau educatie, ca etiologia acestui fenomen este identificatd in stransa legatura cu
datele biopsihosociale ale individului. Delincventa juvenila este componenta a criminalitdtii, o parte a acesteia cu identitate
proprie, conferita de categoria de indivizi la care se referd. Aceasta identitate proprie este reflectatd si de caracterul acestui
fenomen. Criminalitatea in randul minorilor are multe cauze diferite de cele ale criminalitatii adultilor. Delincventa juveni-
12 este un fenomen de deviantd, manifestat prin incapacitatea unor minori si tineri de a se adapta la normele de conduita din
societate, incapacitate avand unele cauze de ordin biopsihosocial. Considerat, de cele mai multe ori, ca un efect al inadap-
tarii sociale sau al deficientelor de comportament, dar si al carentelor educative ale unor instante de socializare si control
social, fenomenul delincventa juvenila ridica o serie de probleme teoretice, metodologice si preventive pentru cercetatorii,
specialistii §i practicienii in domeniile sociologiei, criminologiei, psihologiei, asistentei sociale etc. Studiul stiintific al de-
lincventei juvenile este important nu doar din necesitatea masurilor terapeutice imediate, ci §i ca instrument prin care poate
fi controlatd manifestarea criminalitatii la adulti. Felul de organizare a societatii, raporturile dintre membrii ei la un mo-
ment dat influenteaza conduita acestora. Cei mai afectati de schimbarile sociale sunt copiii, care nu au capacitatea de a in-
telege schimbdrile si nici capacitatea de a se adapta la ele. Schimbarile survenite la varsta copilariei pot lasa traume care sa
se reflecte in comportament intr-o perioada de timp mai mare sau mai mica.
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THE COMPLEXITY OF THE FACTORS THAT DETERMINE

THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE DELINQUENT BEHAVIOR OF JUVENILES

The complex and exhaustive approach of the criminal phenomenon starts with the explanation of the etiology of the
person's behaviour. The analysis of their criminal behaviour designates that criminals come from different social clas-
ses, irrespective of ethnicity, age, gender, religious affiliation or education, and the etiology of this phenomenon is
closely related to the biopsychosocial data of the individual. Juvenile delinquency is part of criminality, a part of which
has its own identity, conferred by the category of individuals it refers to. This own identity is reflected also by the cha-
racter of this phenomenon. The causes of the criminality among the under aged people differ from those of the adult
offenders. Juvenile delinquency is a phenomenon of deviation expressed by the incapacity of some young people to
conform to the rules of conduct in society, incapacity that is caused by some biopsychosocial reasons. It is often consi-
dered an effect of the social maladjustment or behaviour deficiency, but also of educational gaps in social area and so-
cial control. The phenomenon of juvenile delinquency rises to the scientists, specialists and practitioners in the field of
sociology, criminology, psychology, social assistance etc. a number of theoretical, methodological, preventive issues.
The study of juvenile criminology is important not only for the immediate therapeutic measures, but also as an instru-
ment with which can be controlled the manifestation of criminality among adults. The way the society is organized, the
relations between its members, at a time, influence us. Children are those who suffer the most from these social chan-
ges. They have nor the capacity to understand the changes, neither to adapt themselves to them. The changes appeared
in childhood can leave injuries that would last for a long period of time.
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
