Starea de ebrietate, alcoolica sau narcotica, de cele mai dese ori determina si influenteaza comportamentul infractio-
nal al faptuitorului. Din aceste considerente, teoria dreptului penal, precum si jurisprudenta stabilesc conditii speciale
pentru aplicarea starii de ebrietate in calitate de circumstanta care agraveaza sau atenueaza raspunderea penala. Legisla-
tia penald a diferitelor state prevede tipuri separate ale starii de ebrietate, modalitatea de a distinge gradul de ebrietate al
persoanei, precum si influenta acestuia la formarea si realizarea intentiei infractionale. Scopul acestui articol este de a
analiza impactul starii de ebrietate asupra tragerii la raspundere penald a unei persoane in diferite jurisdictii si modul de
determinare a vinovatiei.
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IMPACT OF INTOXICATION ON CRIMINAL LIABILITY IN COMPARATIVE CRIMINAL LAW

Narcotic or alcoholic intoxication is considered a factor that determines and influences the criminal behavior of the
perpetrator. In this context, the criminal law theory and the jurisprudence establish specific conditions for application of
this status as mitigating or aggravating circumstance for the criminal liability. Criminal law of different states provides
specific types of intoxication, as well as means to distinguish intoxication grading scales and its impact on appearance
and accomplishment of the criminal intent. The main aim of this article is to analyze the influence of intoxication on
criminal liability of the perpetrator in different jurisdictions and the way to establish his/her culpability.
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
