in prezentul articol sunt clasificate reglementirile referitoare la infractiunile privind traficul de persoane din legisla-
tille Georgiei, Irlandei si Republicii Palau in randul legislatiilor in care se incrimineaza fapta de trafic de persoane adulte,
alaturi de fapta de trafic de minori (trafic de copii). Analiza juridico-comparativa a normelor ce stabilesc raspunderea
pentru infractiunile privind traficul de persoane in legea penala a Georgiei, a Irlandei si a Republicii Palau e raportata la
diferentele cu dispozitiile de la art.210 si 211 CP Rom din 2009 si la art.165 si 206 CP RM din 2002. Prin urmare,
subiect al analizei reprezinta: continutul si modalitatile actiunilor principale si adiacente ale faptei prejudiciabile; forma
de sanctionare si raspundere pentru infractiune; diferentierea formelor scopului infractiunii; diferenta dintre notiunile
consemnate in Codul penal al Georgiei din 22.07.1999, in Legea Irlandei nr.8 din 2008 cu privire la combaterea traficu-
lui de persoane si in Legea Republicii Palau din 2005 cu privire la traficul de migranti si traficul de persoane.

THE JURIDICAL-COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF THE NORMS THAT CARRY THE LIABILITY

FOR THE OFFENCES ON HUMAN TRAFFICKING IN THE PENAL LAWS OF GEORGIA,

IRELAND AND THE REPUBLIC OF PALAU

This article classifies the regulations on human trafficking offences in the laws of Georgia, Ireland and the Republic
of Palau among the laws that incriminate the act of trafficking of adults, together with the act of trafficking of minors
(trafficking of children). The juridical-comparative analysis of the norms that carry the liability for the offences on hu-
man trafficking in the Penal Laws of Georgia, Ireland and the Republic of Palau is referred to the differences with the
provisions from art.210 and 211 PC Rom from 2009 and art.165 and 206 PC RM from 2002. Therefore, the subject of
analysis of the article is: the content and form of the main and adjacent acts of the prejudicial act; the form of sanctions
and liability for the offence; the differentiation of the purpose of the offence; the differences between the notions from
the Penal Code of Georgia from 22.07.1999, the Irish Law No.8 from 2008 on combating human trafficking and from
the Law of the Republic of Palau from 2005 on trafficking of migrants and human trafficking.
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
