THE ANALYSIS OF REGULATIONS ON HUMAN TRAFFICKING OFFENCES

IN THE LAWS THAT INCRIMINATE ONE SINGLE ACT - HUMAN TRAFFICKING

This article classifies the regulations on human trafficking offences in the laws of Hungary, Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Ukraine and the Russian Federation among the laws that incriminate one single act — human trafficking. The analysis of
regulations on human trafficking offences in the legislations of Hungary, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Ukraine and the
Russian Federation is referred to the differences with the provisions from art.210 and 211 PC Rom from 2009 and
art.165 and 206 PC RM from 2002. Therefore, the subject of analysis is: the content and form of the prejudicial act; the main
act and the purpose of the offence; the attempt, the preparatory phase and the aggravating circumstances of the offence; the
differences between the concepts from the Penal Code of Hungary from 31.12.1978, the Penal Code of Bosnia and Her-
zegovina from 01.03.2003, the Penal Code of Ukraine from 05.04.2001 and the Penal Code of the Russian Federation
from 24.05.1996.
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
