Prezentul articol este axat pe clasificarea reglementérilor referitoare la infractiunile privind traficul de persoane din
legislatiile Macedoniei, Muntenegrului si Kazahstanului in randul legislatiilor in care fapta de trafic de persoane (presu-
punand ca circumstanta agravantd savarsirea faptei asupra unui minor (copil)) este incriminata aldturi de fapta de trafic
de minori (trafic de copii). Analiza reglementarilor referitoare la infractiunile 1n care se incrimineaza fapta de trafic de
persoane e raportata la diferentele dintre dispozitiile de la art.210 si 211 CP Rom din 2009 si de la art.165 si 206 CP RM
din 2002. Prin urmare, subiect al analizei reprezinta: continutul si modalitétile actiunilor principale si adiacente ale
faptei prejudiciabile; latura obiectiva a infractiunii, formele pedepsei si ale raspunderii; diferentierea formelor scopului
infractiunii; circumstanta agravantd a infractiunii consemnate in Codul penal al Macedoniei din 23.07.1996, in Codul
penal al Muntenegrului din 17.12.2003 si in Codului penal al Kazahstanului din 16.07.1997.

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THE ANALYSIS OF THE REGULATIONS ON HUMAN TRAFFICKING OFFENCES IN THE

LAWS THAT INCRIMINATE THE OFFENCE ON HUMAN TRAFFICKING (ASSUMING THE

AGGRAVATING CIRCUMSTANCE AS THE OFFENCE COMMITTED AGAINST A MINOR (CHILD)),

TOGETHER WITH THE OFFENCE ON TRAFFICKING OF CHILDREN

This article classifies the regulations on human trafficking offences in the laws of Macedonia, Montenegro and
Kazakhstan among the laws that incriminate the offence on human trafficking (assuming the aggravating circumstance
as the offence committed against a minor (child)), together with the offence on trafficking of minors (trafficking of
children). The analysis of the norms that carry the liability for the offences on human trafficking in the Penal Laws of
Macedonia, Montenegro and Kazakhstan is referred to the differences with the provisions from art.210 and 211 PC Rom
from 2009 and art.165 and 206 PC RM from 2002. Therefore, the subject of analysis is: the content and form of the
main and adjacent acts of the prejudicial act; the objective side of the offence and the forms of punishment and liability;
the differentiation of the purpose of the offence; the aggravating circumstance of the offence recorded in the Penal Code
of Macedonia from 07.23.1996, the Penal Code of Montenegro from 17.12.2003 and the Penal Code of Kazakhstan
from 16.07.1997.
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
