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CONTRADICTORIALITATEA TN CORAPORT CU ALTE PRINCIPII ALE

in legitura cu reformarea sistemului judiciar si schimbirile intervenite in viata social-politica a statului nostru, prin-
cipiul contradictorialitatii a obtinut o noua rezonanta din considerentul ca reforma judiciara si de drept este legata direct
de contradictorialitate. Reforma legii procesual penale trebuie sa fie fundamentata pe o temelie teoretica solida. Contra-
dictorialitatea, insa, in calitate de notiune juridicd, este insuficient cercetata in doctrina dreptului procesual penal. La
ziua de azi, specialisti notorii in domeniul dreptului procesual penal analizeaza si studiaza importanta fundamentelor
si principiilor de baza ale procesului penal si, in primul rand, contradictorialitatea acestuia. Legea procesual penala a
Republicii Moldova cunoaste o evolutie si dezvoltate 1n sensul democratizarii si largirii inceputurilor contradictoriale in
infaptuirea justitiei. Aceasta e si firesc, deoarece contradictorialitatea are o importantd enorma pentru intregul sistem al
procesului penal, determinand in mare parte statutul juridic si raporturile dintre participantii la procesul penal, precum si
relatiile juridice stabilite intre participantii la acest proces si instanta de judecata.
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CONTRADICTION AND ITS CORRELATION WITH OTHER PRINCIPLES

OF THE CRIMINAL PROCEEDING

In connection with the judiciary system reforming and changes in socio-political life of our state, the adversarial
principle has gained a new resonance on the grounds that the judicial and legal reform is directly linked to adversariality.
The reform of the criminal procedure law must be based on solid theoretical foundation. However, adversariality, as
legal concept, is not enough investigated in the doctrine of the criminal procedure law. Currently, notorious specialists
in the field of criminal procedure law examine and study the importance of fundamentals and basic principles of the
criminal process and, primarily, its adversariality. The Criminal Procedure Law of the Republic of Moldova is advancing
and developing through democratization and widening of adversariality beginnings in justice rendering. This is natural
and, as adversariality has enormous significance for the entire system of criminal proceedings, largely determining the
legal status and relations between the participants in criminal proceedings and the legal relationships between the parties
to the proceedings and the court.
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
