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POLITICI FAMILIALE CU IMPACT

In articolul de fatd sunt reflectate cateva aspecte ce tin de implementarea politicilor familiale in Republica Moldova
si de necesitatea introducerii unui sir de schimbari care ar influenta pozitiv comportamentul reproductiv al populatiei.
Studiul este axat pe rezultatele cercetarii ,,Comportamentul reproductiv al femeilor din Republica Moldova”, realizate
in decembrie 2015 de Facultatea de Sociologie si Asistentd Sociald a Universitatii de Stat din Moldova in parteneriat cu
Universitatea Carol din Praga (Republica Cehd) cu suportul financiar al Agentiei Cehe pentru Dezvoltare.

Rezultate cercetarii evidentiaza un sir de factori (materiali, psihologici etc.) ce influenteaza intentia femeilor de a
naste copii. Cu toate acestea, femeile isi doresc, aproape in masurd egald, sd nasca mai multi copii decat au la momentul
actual. In conditiile actualei crize socioeconomice, politice si moral-spirituale prin care trece Republica Moldova,
decizia de a naste copii, fiind o chestiune autonoma a fiecarui individ, a fiecarei familii, este totusi de nerealizat fara o
sustinere ampla, prin cele mai diverse masuri (suport financiar, servicii etc.), din partea institutiilor de stat. In alti ter-
meni, statul trebuie in mod activ sa Incurajeze natalitatea, sa stimuleze nasterea in familii a celui de al doilea copil si a
urmatorilor.

FAMILY POLICIES WITH IMPACT ON THE REPRODUCTIVE BEHAVIOUR

This article reflects some aspects of the family policies implementation in Republic of Moldova and the need to
introduce a series of changes that would positively influence the reproductive behavior of the population. The study is
focused on the results of the research "The Reproductive Behavior of Women in Moldova", conducted by the Faculty of
Sociology, State University of Moldova, in partnership with the Charles University in Prague, Czech Republic, with the
financial support of the Czech Development Agency in December 2015.

The results of this research highlight a number of factors - material, psychological, etc., that influence the intention
of women to give birth to children. The women desire almost equally to have more children than they have today.
Within current socio-economic, political and moral-spiritual crisis from Moldova, the decision to give birth to children
is a matter independent to each individual and each family. This decision is untenable without broad support through
various measures (financial, services, etc.) from the state institutions. By other terms, the state must actively encourage
the natality and stimulate the birth of second and next children in families.
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
