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SUBIECTUL INFRACTIUNII DE CORUPERE A ALEGATORILOR

In articol este prezentati si argumentati opinia conform careia orice persoani care indeplineste conditiile generale
ale subiectului infractiunii si care este implicatd direct sau indirect in campania electorala sau in desfasurarea unui refe-
rendum poate fi subiect al infractiunii de corupere a alegatorilor. De asemenea, este analizata problema privind sanctio-
narea faptei de luare de mita electorald de catre alegatori. In doctrina si in cadrul politicilor penale ale statelor lumii
intalnim douad abordari diferite, doua tendinte diametral opuse referitor la incriminarea faptei de luare de mita electorala.
Conform primei abordari, luarea de mita electorala trebuie incriminata; conform celei de-a doua, fapta de luare de mita
electorald nu trebuie incriminata. In afara de legislatia penala a Republicii Moldova, sunt analizate legislatiile Canadei,
Germaniei, Danemarcei, Sloveniei, Albaniei, Macedoniei $i Romaniei.
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THE SUBJECT OF CORRUPTION OF VOTERS (CRIME REFERRED IN

art.181' PENAL CODE OF THE REPUBLIC OF MOLDOVA)

In the article we establish and argue the opinion that any person which fulfills the general conditions of the offense, and
which, is directly or indirectly involved in the electoral campaign or conducting a referendum, may be subject to the
corruption of voters. Also, we analyze the aspect of sanctioning the act of making / accepting electoral bribery committed
by voters. In doctrine and in the criminal policies of the world's states we encounter two different approaches, two
diametrically opposed trends regarding incriminating the act of making / accepting electoral bribe. According to the first
approach, taking / accepting electoral bribe must be incriminated; according to the second, the act of taking / accepting
electoral bribe must not be incriminated. In addition to the criminal law of the Republic of Moldova, we are analyzed
the laws of Canada, Germany, Denmark, Slovenia, Albania, Macedonia and Romania.
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
