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LATURA SUBIECTIVA A CRIMEI INTERNATIONALE
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Lucrarea de fatd are ca obiectiv identificarea, in cadrul crimelor internationale, a elementului constitutiv ce tine de
latura subiectiva a crimei internationale. Pornind de la premisa ci latura subiectiva cuprinde totalitatea conditiilor privi-
toare la atitudinea psihicd a faptuitorului fata de obiectivitatea propriului act de conduitd, conditie ceruta de lege pentru
ca acest act sd constituie infractiune, s-a incercat sa se arate cd, in cadrul oricarei crime internationale, un factor esential
il constituie atitudinea constiintei si vointei faptuitorului fatd de actiunea sau inactiunea care constituie elementul
material al crimei internationale, fatd de urmarea imediatd si fatd de legatura de cauzalitate dintre acestea. Elementul
esential al laturii subiective 1l reprezintd vinovatia, vinovatie care imbraca diverse forme in drepturile interne ale statelor,
insa, in materia supusa analizei, s-a ardtat cd singura forma de vinovatie existentd este intentia. Aceastd intentie este
datd de caracterul grav si periculos al faptelor, care sunt savarsite in anumite conditii asupra unor mase de oameni, cu
efecte deosebite si de o periculozitate evidentd, astfel incat comiterea unei crime internationale presupune o complexitate
mare si angrenarea unor forte deosebite, lucru care nu poate avea loc decét cu o manifestare voita din partea autorului
faptei. S-a aratat ca, indiferent de cat de complexa este fiecare crima internationald, ceea ce reprezintd elementul comun
in cazul tuturor acestor crime este manifestarea vinovatiei sub forma intentiei, considerent din care acestea sunt regle-
mentate in mod distinct tocmai datorita gradului de pericol social ridicat.
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THE SUBJECTIVE LAW OF INTERNATIONAL CRIME

The present paper aims to identify, within the framework of international crimes, the constituent element of the
international crimes’ subjective side. Starting from the premise that the subjective side encompasses all conditions
regarding the psychical attitude of the perpetrator towards the objectivity of his act of conduct, a condition required by
law for this act to constitute an offense, it has been attempted to show that, in any international crime, an essential factor
is the attitude of the actor's consciousness towards the action or inaction that constitutes an offense, towards the
immediate consequence and of the causal link between them. The essential element of the subjective side is the guilt,
guilt that embraces various forms in the states’ internal rights, but in the subject matter of the analysis it has been shown
that the only form of existing guilt is the intention. This intention is due to the serious and dangerous nature of the facts,
facts that are committed under certain conditions, on masses of people, with special effects and obvious danger, thus
committing an international crime involves a great complexity and the engagement of some particular forces, which can
only happen with a willful manifestation of the deeds” author. It has been shown that no matter how complex every
international crime is, the common element in all said crimes is the manifestation of guilt in the form of intent, for
which they are regulated distinctly, precisely because of the high degree of social danger.
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
