Dupa anexarea Basarabiei, in 1812, la Imperiul Rus, tarul Alexandru | a promis populatiei bastinase a Basarabiei
pastrarea legilor si a obiceiurilor locale, insa aceste promisiuni treptat au fost golite de sens. Modalitatile de aplicare a
legilor locale au avut ca rezultat o jurisprudenta extrem de confuza, iar refuzul tarului privind aprobarea codului civil a
multiplicat aspectele arhaice ale vietii juridice basarabene, a demonstrat intentia tarismului de a limita ori, eventual, de a
anihila spiritul roménesc al legilor locale si de a pastra distanta dintre romanii basarabeni si ceilalti romani.
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THE ATTITUDE OF TSARISM TOVARDS THE BESSARABIAN LEGAL COMPONENT:

FROM GENEROUS PROMISES TO DISASTROUS RESULTS

After the annexation of Bessarabia in 1812, the Tsar of the Russian Empire promised the native population to preserve
the local laws and customs, but this promise was gradually meaningless. The way of implementing of local laws resulted in
extremely confusing jurisprudence, and the Tsar's refusal to approve civil code projects multiplied the archaic aspects of
Bessarabian legal life and proved the intention of tsarism to limit or even annihilate the Romanian spirit of Bessarabian
local laws and to keep at the distance the Bessarabian Romanians from the other Romanians.
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
