There is no doubt that the outcome of their contact at an intellectual and volitional level represents a much greater
danger for the values and social relations defended by the criminal law in comparison with the same deeds committed by
a single person.

Looking for an answer, we decided to examine the concept of “criminal crowd” from the perspective of crowd
psychology and collective psychology, referring it to the norms contained in the General Part of the Criminal Code of the
Republic of Moldova, especially the ones regarding some forms of participation, but also to some norms from the Special
Part.
