THE MAIN CRIMINAL LAW OF THE REPUBLIC OF MOLDOVA NEEDS AN

URGENT REVISING: THE CASE OF MISTAKE IN CRIMINAL LAW

This scientific article does not simply criticize the existing Criminal Law of the Republic of Moldova. More
importantly, it explores and connects Criminal Law concepts and doctrines that have heretofore received relatively
superficial, and disconnected, attention. Although the Criminal Law literature hardly has neglected the topics of mistake
and doubt, it has neither fully explored their symmetries and asymmetries, which, unlike traditional analysis, permits us
to dig deeply into different levels of culpability. In our opinion, a legislature or court might carefully specify which
types of mistakes and ignorance are relevant to criminal liability for every separate crime.
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
