In prezentul studiu vom efectua o analiza a geoblocarii, care este o practici discriminatorie ce impiedica accesul la
comertul cu actele juridice civile electronice. Prin adoptarea Regulamentului (UE) 2018/302 s-a urmarit scopul de a stopa
discriminarea pe motive de nationalitate sau loc de resedinta, si anume — prin uniformizarea si normalizarea accesului la
preturi, vanzari si conditii de platd. Geoblocarea implica utilizarea practicilor de vanzari online care duc la refuzul
accesului la site-uri web din alte state membre. in timp ce barierele exterioare creeazi complicatii suplimentare si costuri
suplimentare pentru comerciant, diferentele in tratamentul clientilor se bazeaza pe criterii obiective. Geoblocarea in mediul
online presupune si depasirea barierelor nejustificate de discriminare online, ceea ce ingreuneaza executarea actelor
juridice civile prin blocarea accesului la web site-uri, refuzarea livrarii sau aplicarea unor preturi substantial ridicate; pe
de alta parte, este un catalizator de incheiere si executare a actelor juridice civile. Spre regret, tarile in curs de dezvoltare sunt
cele mai afectate. Un remediu la nivel national, regional sau international ar fi consolidarea pietei unice digitale.

GEOBLOCKING - A CATALYST OR A CHALLENGE OF THE ELECTRONIC LEGAL CIVIL DEEDS?

This study will reflect the analysis of geoblocking, which is considered a discriminatory practice that prevents access
to trade in electronic civil legal acts. By adopting Regulation (EU) 2018/302 it aimed to stop discrimination on grounds
of nationality or place of residence, namely by standardizing and normalizing access to prices, sales and payment terms.
Geoblocking involves the use of online vendor practices that lead to denial of access to websites in other member states.
While external barriers create additional complications and additional costs for the trader, the differences in customer
treatment are based on objective criteria.

Geoblocking in the online environment also involves overcoming unjustified barriers to online discrimination, which
makes it difficult to execute civil legal acts by blocking access to websites, refusing delivery, or applying substantially
high prices, on the other hand, it is a catalyst for concluding and executing civil law acts. Unfortunately, developing countries
are the most affected. One remedy at national, regional or international level would be to strengthen the common digital market.
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
