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In prezentul studiu este efectuati o analizd a infractiunii de obicei. Sunt punctate particularitatile definitorii ale acestei
forme a infractiunii unice legale, fiind formulare reguli de calificare a acesteia. Se arata ca caracterul de obisnuinta (de
indeletnicire) al unei infractiuni poate fi desprins, in special, pornind de la numarul de acte materiale realizate. Repetarea
actelor materiale in cel putin trei randuri este in stare si marcheze prezenta unei infractiuni de indeletnicire. In planul
calificarii unei infractiuni de obicei (de indeletnicire) nu intereseaza fiecare act in parte, ci totalitatea actelor. Continuarea
savarsirii unei infractiuni de obicei, ulterior intervenirii momentului sau de consumare, nu necesita o noud calificare,
cele savarsite constituind o singurd infractiune (de obicei), dar nu un concurs intre doud sau mai multe infractiuni de
obicei. In procesul calificarii unei infractiuni de obicei nu intereseaza limita maximi a actelor realizate, ci limita minima.
Nefiind atinsa limita minima, dispare necesitatea aprecierii celor savarsite drept infractiune. in acest caz, cele comise nu
prezinta pericol social caracteristic unei infractiuni.
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SPECIAL FEATURES AND RULES OF QUALIFICATION OF THE USUAL OFFENCE

The present study examines the usual offence. The defining particularities of this form of the single legal offence are
pointed out. The qualification rules of this form of single offense are formulated. It is pointed out that the habitual
character of an offence can be deduced, in particular, starting from the number of material acts performed. The
repetition of material acts in at least three lines is able to mark the presence of this offense. In terms of qualifying a
usual offense, it is not of interest each act separately, but the totality of the acts. The continuation of the commission of
a usual offence, after the intervention of its moment of consumption, does not require a new qualification, those
committed constituting a single offence (usual), but not multiple offences between two or more usual offences. In the
process of qualifying a usual offence, it is usually not the maximum limit of the acts performed that matters, but the
minimum limit. As the minimum limit is not reached, the need to assess those committed as an offence disappears. In this
case, the acts committed do not present a social danger characteristic of an offence.
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
