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PREVALENTA SI STRUCTURA NEAJUNSURILOR MEDICALE
DUPA DATE MEDICO-LEGALE

Deficientele sunt unul dintre indicatorii de baza in estimarea calitdtii si acceptabilitatii asistentei medicale si stau la
baza temeiniciei obiectiilor aduse personalului medical. Din aceste considerente, in prezentul studiu ne-am propus sa
evaluam prevalenta deficientelor admise in procesul acordarii asistentei medicale in functie de profilul si specialitatile
medicale in perioada anilor 2016-2020. A fost realizat un studiu de tip descriptiv si integral, bazat pe analiza continutului
rapoartelor de expertiza medico-legald in care au fost identificate deficiente medicale. Datele obtinute au fost dezagregate
dupa profilul medical (terapeutic si chirurgical) si specialitati, reprezentantii carora sunt mai frecvent invinuiti de malpraxis.
Cercetarile au aratat ca In majoritatea cazurilor obiectiile aduse personalului medical nu s-au confirmat, deoarece derogari
de la regulile de acordare a asistentei medicale au fost constatate doar in 35,2% din cazuri. Cele mai multe neajunsuri au
fost identificate 1n activitatea pediatrilor, internistilor, obstetricienilor si ginecologilor, chirurgilor generalisti si specialistilor
din asistenta medicald urgenta, vizand specialistii mai multor niveluri ale asistentei medicale.
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PREVALENCE AND STRUCTURE OF MEDICAL DEFICIENCIES BASED ON MEDICO-LEGAL DATA

Deficiencies are one of the key indicators in estimating the quality and acceptability of healthcare. That is why the
present study aimed to assess the prevalence of deficiencies admitted by medical professionals from different specialties
of surgical and therapeutic profiles during the 2016-2020 years. A descriptive study of medico-legal reports showing
medical deficiencies was performed. The obtained data were disaggregated by medical profile (therapeutic and surgical)
and specialties. The research has shown that in most cases objections addressed to medical staff have not been confirmed,
as deficiencies have been only found in 35.2%, mostly in the practice of pediatricians, internists, obstetricians and gyne-
cologists, general surgeons and emergency care specialists from different levels of medical care.
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
