Monitoring is a process of routinely collecting information about all aspects of a process. To monitor means to check
how the situation evolves after an intervention through a process of systematic and intentional observation. In this article,
the author relates the process of monitoring children in post-placement period, children who have been reintegrated into
the biological or extended family. In this regard, reference is made to the used monitoring tools, which were developed
through the "From Vulnerability to Inclusion Project”, implemented by NGO PRODOCS, with the financial support of
Pestalozzi Children's Foundation from Switzerland, implemented in January, 2020 — December, 2022 period.
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
