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ACTUALITATI PRIVIND EVALUAREA CALITATII ASISTENTEI MEDICALE
DUPA DATE MEDICO-LEGALE

In ultimii ani se constata o crestere a numarului expertizelor medico-legale dispuse Centrului de Medicina Legala in
vederea evaludrii calitatii serviciilor medicale. in studiul de fatd ne-am propus sa stabilim trendul acestei observatii si
evolutia situatiei, inclusiv a structurii acestor expertize pe specialititi medicale, in conditiile actuale comparativ cu pe-
rioadele anterioare. Cercetarilor a fost supusa documentatia de evidenta a expertizelor medico-legale in comisie pentru
anii 2016-2020 din cadrul Centrului de Medicind Legala, iar pentru analiza comparativa — datele unui studiu autohton
realizat pe un esantion similar ce a cuprins anii 1998-2008. In special dupa anii 2009-2012, s-a constatat un trend evident
pozitiv al solutiondrii conflictelor aparute intre personalul medical si pacienti pe cale judiciard, preponderent penald (98,1%).
Cercetarile au ardtat o inversare a ponderii specialitatilor profilului chirurgical fatd de cel terapeutic in structura expertizelor
medico-legale in ultimii ani, cu predominarea ultimului (58,29%). Ponderea specialistilor mai frecvent invinuiti de mal-
praxis in structura fiecarui profil medical nu a suferit modificari substantiale. Decesul pacientului continua se prevaleze
(70,67%) in calitate de cauza a plangerilor vizand calitatea serviciilor medicale.
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ACTUALITIES OF MEDICAL CARE ASSESSMENT BASED ON MEDICO-LEGAL DATA

An increasing number of medico-legal investigations ordered to the Centre of Forensic Medicine to evaluate the
quality of medical services has been noticed in the recent years. The present study aimed to establish the trend of these
investigations and their structure according to medical specialties — nowadays compared to previous times. The logs of
commission’s medico-legal investigations for 2016-2020 were studied, and data of an earlier local study (1998-2008)
conducted on a similar lot were comparatively analysed. After 2009-2012 an obviously positive trend of the number of
medico-legal investigations has been established. Mainly, 98.1% of the medical staff was charged with criminal
offences in relation to medical malpractice. Compared to the previous study, the weight of surgical specialties
dramatically decreased due to the increasing number of investigations concerning therapeutic specialties (58.29%).
Patient’s death continues to prevail (70.67%) as a cause of complaints regarding the quality of medical care.
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
