Prezentul articol reprezintd un studiu dedicat operelor lui Thomas Hobbes, John Locke si Jean-Jacques Rousseau,
care sunt autorii teoriei volitive a aparitiei statului. Prin tratatul Leviathanul * sau Materia, forma si puterea unei comunitti
ecleziastice i civile, Thomas Hobbes a contribuit la fundamentarea si dezvoltarea monarhiei absolute; John Locke, prin
lucrarile sale Doud tratate despre cdrmuire si Scrisoare despre tolerantd, a fundamentat conceptul liberalismului politic,
iar si Jean-Jacques Rousseau, prin lucrarea sa Despre Contractul Social sau Principiile Dreptului Politic”, care reprezinta
chintesenta ideilor politice ale acestui ganditor, din contra, a sustinut ideile democratice, formuladnd conceptul drepturilor
naturale si inalienabile ale omului. Studiul comparativ al doctrinelor marilor filosofi ne da posibilitate sd evidentiem dez-
voltarea pe parcursul istoriei a ideilor absolutiste, liberale si democratice, precum si a conceptelor suveranitatea statului si
drepturile omului, iar realizarea teoriei volitive a aparitiei statului dezvoltate de Thomas Hobbes, John Locke si Jean-Jacques
Rousseau ne da posibilitate sa evidentiem atét tendinte autoritare, cat si democratice in societatea contemporana.
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THE “ANTAGONISM” IN THE VOLUNTARY THEORY OF STATE EMERGENCE

OF THOMAS HOBBES, JOHN LOCKE AND JEAN-JACQUES ROUSSEAU

This article is a study dedicated to the works of Thomas Hobbs, John Locke and Jean-Jacques Rousseau, who are
the authors of the voluntary theory of the state emergence. The main purpose of this article is to analyse the voluntary
theory of state emergence on the one hand, through the prism of the political and philosophical doctrine of great
thinkers and on the other hand, through the prism of the practical implementation of this theory. In his treatise Leviathan
or The Matter, Forme and Power of a Commonwealth Ecclesiasticall and Civil, Thomas Hobbes promotes and develops
the ideological base of absolute monarchy. John Locke, through his Two Treatises of Government and A Letter
Concerning Toleration, justified the concept of political liberalism. Jean-Jacques Rousseau, in his work
The Social Contract or, Principles of Political Rights, which is the quintessence of the thinker's political ideas,
promotes democratic ideas by formulating the concept of natural and inalienable human rights. A comparative study of
these great philosophers’ doctrines allows us to emphasize the development of absolutist, liberal and democratic ideas, as
well as the concept of state sovereignty and human rights. The implementation of the idea of the social contract, developed
by Thomas Hobbes, John Locke and Jean-Jacques Rousseau, gives us the opportunity to highlight both authoritarian,
liberal and democratic trends in the modern society.
