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INSURED AND UNINSURED PERSONS IN THE COMPULSORY HEALTH ASSURANCE SYSTEM AS

BENEFICIARIES OF PUBLIC HEALTH SERVICES IN THE CONTEXT OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

In the context of the crisis triggered by the COVID-19 pandemic, the beneficiaries of health services are forced to
resort to various mechanisms to ensure their health, in order to protect themselves from possible contamination with
SARS-CoV-2 virus. In this regard, one of the first impediments faced by many citizens of the Republic of Moldova,
immediately after the outbreak of the pandemic crisis, was focusing on the quality (status) held by them in the system of
compulsory health insurance. It is very important to mention that, regardless of whether they are insured or not in the
system of compulsory health insurance, all citizens of the Republic of Moldova are entitled to benefit, in a context of
equal treatment, from the provision of all health services related to the treatment of SARS-CoV-2 infection: diagnostic
services, treatment services, post-treatment services, as well as other health services.
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
