Analiza cadrului european
care vine s reglementeze detaliat procedurile de insolventa de competentd internationald, precum si de stabilire a unor
limite de apdrare a creditorilor nu tot timpul este scutul creditorilor in afara spatiului UE, ceea ce, de fapt, duce la aparitia
conflictelor transfrontaliere in domeniul insolventei. Expansiunile continue ale comertului international vor duce, inevi-
tabil, la aparitia cazurilor noi de insolventa. Nu putem ldsa in umbra nici consecintele crizei de sdndtate (Covid 19) aparute
in lumea modernd, care, inevitabil, vine cu noi valuri de lichidari ale companiilor mari. in final sunt formulate concluzii
ce pot fi implementate atat in cadrul normativ international, cat si in cel national.

LEGAL FRAMEWORK OF THE CROSS-BORDER INSOLVENCY

The article focuses on the legal solutions of the legal framework of cross-border insolvency, a complex issue that involves
elements of legislative systems and legal instruments both at national and international level. In this study, we
researched issues regarding the existing regulatory framework in the Republic of Moldova and the most important analysis
being focused on the provisions of the European and international regulatory framework, which demonstrates a tendency
to resolve cross-border disputes and conflicts, but which unfortunately do not cope with the globalization trends. The
analysis of the European framework that regulates insolvency proceedings in international jurisdiction as well as the
establishment of creditors' defence limits is not always the shield of creditors outside the EU, which in fact, leads to cross-
border insolvency conflicts. The continuous expansion of international trade will inevitably lead to the emergence of
new cases of insolvency, we cannot overshadow the consequences of the health crisis (COVID-19) in the modern world
that inevitably comes with new waves of liquidation of large companies. The author finally comes to the conclusions
that can be implemented in both international and national regulations.
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
