Semnificatia stiintificd a examinarii acestor materiale consta
in valorificarea unor idei ce decurg din analiza de drept comparat a infractiunilor prevazute la art.233 din Codul penal al
Republicii Moldova, la art.42 din Legea Romaniei nr.407/2006, la art.258 din Codul penal al Federatiei Ruse, la art.248
din Codul penal al Ucrainei, la art.282 din Codul penal al Republicii Belarus si la art.337 din Codul penal al Republicii
Kazahstan. Analiza efectuatd demonstreaza actualitatea examindrii infractiunii prevazute la art.233 din Codul penal al
Republicii Moldova. Totodata, se ajunge la concluzia cd, in procesul de remaniere a acestui articol si a reglementarilor
extrapenale conexe, legiuitorul moldovean nu intotdeauna a luat in considerare argumentele expuse in doctrina penala.
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ANALYSIS OF SCIENTIFIC MATERIALS REGARDING CRIMINAL LIABILITY

FOR ILLEGAL HUNTING PUBLISHED ABROAD

The works analysed in the present investigation represent the theoretical basis of the legal-criminal analysis of the
offence of illegal hunting, provided by the art.233 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Moldova. For this purpose,
we examined the scientific materials on criminal liability for illegal hunting published abroad. The authors of these
materials are: S.Brinza, V.Moraru, V.Stati (Republic of Moldova); V.Nicolcescu, R.lonescu (Romania); L.A. Zueva,
R.A. Zabavko (Russian Federation); S.A. Golub, 1.0. Khar, O.A. Usitki (Ukraine); V.Khomich, A.Soltanovich, V.V.
Misyurin (Republic of Belarus); V.A. Novikov, D.S. Igilmanova (Republic of Kazakhstan). The scientific significance
of the examination of these materials consists in capitalising on some ideas that derive from the analysis of comparative
law of the offences provided by the art.233 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Moldova, art.42 of the Romanian
Law no0.407/2006, art.258 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation, art.248 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine,
art.282 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Belarus and art.337 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
The analysis carried out demonstrates the relevance of the examination of the offence provided for in the art.233 of the
Criminal Code of the Republic of Moldova. The conclusion is that in the process of redesigning this article and the
related extra-penal regulations, the Moldovan legislator did not always take into account the arguments set out in the
penal doctrine.
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
