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In prezentul studiu este efectuatd o analiza a infractiunii prelungite — forma a unitatii infractionale. Sunt identificate
trasaturile infractiunii prelungite, inclusiv din perspectiva comparati. in acest sens, au fost analizate legislatiile penale
ale unor state strdine (e.g. Romania, Spania, Italia, Bulgaria, Grecia, Belgia, Croatia, Cehia, Turcia, Portugalia, Letonia,
Polonia, Slovacia, Georgia etc.). Corespunzitor, au fost determinate anumite reguli de calificare a infractiunii prelungite.
S-a ajuns la mai multe concluzii, printre care: a) savarsirea unor actiuni (inactiuni) infractionale diferite (non-similare,
non-identice), chiar si in baza unei intentii unice, nu poate forma o infractiune unica prelungita, ci un concurs de infrac-
tiuni; b) la calificarea unei infractiuni prelungite trebuie luatd in calcul totalitatea actiunilor (inactiunilor) infractionale,
nu insa 0 actiune (inactiune) separatd; c) unitatea victimei infractiunii (subiectului pasiv) nu trebuie privitd in calitate de
trasaturd (conditie) obligatorie a infractiunii unice prelungite.

PROLONGED OFFENCE: CONCEPT, FEATURES, COMPARATIVE STUDY

In the present study we performed an analysis of the prolonged crime — a form of the criminal unit. We identified the
features of the prolonged crime, including from a comparative perspective. In this sense, the criminal laws of some
foreign states were analysed (e.g. Romania, Spain, Italy, Bulgaria, Greece, Belgium, Croatia, Czech Republic, Turkey,
Portugal, Latvia, Poland, Slovakia, and Georgia, etc.). Accordingly, certain rules for the classification of the prolonged
offence were determined. Several conclusions were reached, including: a) commission of different (non-similar, non-
identical) criminal actions (inactions), even on the basis of a single intention, cannot form a single prolonged crime, but
a multiple offences; b) when qualifying a prolonged offense, the totality of criminal actions (inactions)must be taken
into account, not only a separate action (inaction); ¢) the unity of the victim of the crime (passive subject) should not be
seen as a mandatory feature (condition) of the single prolonged crime.
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
