MULTILATERAL DIPLOMACY DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The United Nations marked 75 years since its founding in a time difficult for the whole world - the fight against the
COVID-19 pandemic, an unprecedented global challenge that affected all spheres of the society and the individual
lives. In absence of a coordinated multilateral response, it would be difficult for states to address individually and effectively
the socio-economic consequences of the pandemic.

The article explores how the system is configured to cope with such a global crisis. Authors will focus on the role of
multilateral diplomacy, which has proposed a general agreement that requires joint efforts to manage the crisis,
although the response seems largely unilateral. The management of COVID-19 pandemic outlined a multidimensional
change of the international system, stemming from the lines of error in the global health policy, obsolescence of the UN
Security Council, the timely inclusion of specialised UN agencies, civil society, research community and the global
health expertise.
