a problemei privind raspunderea penald pentru accesul ilegal la informatia computerizata (art.259 din Codul penal al
Republicii Moldova) se numara: Gh.Alecu, S.Bacinschi, A.Barbaneagra, A.Borodac, S.Brinza, S.Copetchi, S.Crijanovschi,
M.Gheorghitd, L.Girla, S.Grisciuc-Bucica, N.Lazareva, C.Motoc, V.Stati, Tu.Tabarcea si al. Lucrarile acestor autori
reputati reprezinti baza teoretic a cercetarii infractiunilor previzute la art.259 CP RM. In prezentul articol, examinarea
lucrérilor acestor autori se face in consecutivitate cronologica. In unele cazuri, in aceste lucrari se atesta opinii divergente
privitoare la: continutul obiectului juridic generic, al obiectului juridic special si al obiectului material ori imaterial al
infractiunilor prevazute la art.259 CP RM; structura si continutul laturii obiective a acestor infractiuni; momentul de
consumare a infractiunilor prevdzute la art.259 CP RM; tipul de intentie manifestatd la comiterea infractiunilor
respective; calitatea speciald a subiectului — persoand fizica si a subiectului — persoana juridica. Aceste diferente de
pozitii reprezintd un imbold de prim ordin pentru a continua si a aprofunda investigarea stiintifici a problematicii
privind raspunderea pentru infractiunile prevazute la art.259 CP RM.

In the Republic of Moldova, Gh.Alecu, S.Bacinschi, A.Barbaneagra, A.Borodac, S.Brinza, S.Copetschi, S. Crija-
novschi, M.Gheorghitsa, L.Girla, S.Grisciuc-Bucica, N.Lazareva, C.Motsoc, V.Stati, lu.Tabarcea, etc. are among the
scientists who contributed to the elaboration of the theoretical concept of solving the problem of criminal liability for
illegal access to computerised information (art.259 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Moldova). The works of
these renowned authors represent the theoretical basis of the investigation of the offences provided in art.259 CC RM. In
this article, the examination of the works of these authors is done in chronological order. These works attest, in some
cases, divergent opinions regarding the content of the generic legal object, of the special legal object and of the material
or immaterial object of the offenses provided in art.259 CC RM; the structure and content of the objective side of these
offenses; the moment of consummation of the offenses provided in art.259 CC RM; the type of intent manifested in the
commission of those offenses; the special quality of the subject — natural person and of the subject — legal person. These
differences of positions represent a first-rate impetus to continue and deepen the scientific investigation of the issue of
liability for the offences provided in art.259 CC RM.
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
