OF PATIENTS' RIGHTS IN DIFFERENT COMPULSORY AND/OR OPTIONAL INSURANCE SYSTEMS

In the 21st century, in order to make scientific discoveries that sometimes surpass our imagination, people create
state-of-the-art technologies.
