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REABILITAREA JUDECATOREASCA CA INSTITUTIE PARTICULARA A
PRESCRIPTIEI PENALE: REPERE CUMULATIV-TEORETICE

Reabilitarea judecatoreasca este o forma de reabilitare care se acorda, la cererea condamnatului, pe calea unei proceduri
speciale, de cdtre instanta de judecatd, in conditiile prevazute de lege.

Spre deosebire de reabilitarea de drept (stingerea antecedentelor penale), reabilitarea judecatoreasca nu este obtinuta
pentru reabilitarea unui condamnat nu este suficient sa fie indeplinite conditiile de reabilitare prevazute de lege, ci este
necesard constatarea judecatoreasca a indeplinirii acestora i pronuntarea reabilitarii lui prin hotararea instantei de judecata.

CUMULATIVE-THEORETICAL REFERENCES

Judicial rehabilitation is a form of rehabilitation that is granted by the court through a special procedure at the request of
the convict, and under the conditions laid down in the law.

Unlike the legal rehabilitation (expunged criminal record), judicial rehabilitation is not obtained automatically but only
through the intervention of the courts. Judicial rehabilitation is characterised by the fact that in order to rehabilitate a convict,
it is not enough to meet the rehabilitation conditions provided by the law, but it is necessary to establish their compliance with
the court and pronounce their rehabilitation by a court decision.
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
