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ELITE ALE BURGHEZIEI COMERCIAL-INDUSTRIALE DIN BASARABIA
(1812-1868)

In acest articol, in baza literaturii monografice publicate si a izvoarelor de arhiva inedite, autorii fac o caracteristica
succinta a notiunii de elitd si in persoana negustorilor angrosisti armeni si greci pun in discutie subiectul elitei comerciale
din Basarabia, instituite 1n scurt timp dupa anexarea ei, in 1812, la Imperiul Rus.

Autorii constata ca procesul de genezé si evolutie a burghezei basarabene, in general, si a celei comercial-industriale, in
particular, a fost generat de numerosi factori, atat de ordin economic, cit si de ordin pohtlc atat interni, cat si externi. Un loc
aparte in acest sens i-a revenit imigratiei in Basarabia a negustorilor alogem armeni, greci, evrei, bulgari si a celor din guber-
niile interne ruse, multi dintre care s-au transferat cu traiul in provincie, completind randurile burgheziei comerciale basara-
bene si manifestand loialitate fata de politica national-comerciald promovata de administratia imperiala in teritoriu nou-anexat.
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ELITE OF THE COMMERCIAL-INDUSTRIAL BOURGEOISIE FROM BESSARABIA (1812-1868)

In this article, based on the published monographic literature and unpublished archival sources, the authors make a
brief description of the concept of elite and by examining the Armenian and Greek wholesale merchants raise the issue
of the commercial elite of Bessarabia, which was formed shortly after its annexation to the Russian Empire in 1812.

The authors state that the genesis and evolution of the Bessarabian bourgeoisie in general, and the commercial-
industrial in particular, was influenced by multiple factors, both economic and political, both internal and external. A
special place in this respect belongs to the immigration of allogen merchants to Bessarabia — Armenians, Greek, Jews,
Bulgarians, and those from the interior provinces of Russia, many of whom settled in the province for permanent
residence, filling the ranks of the commercial bourgeoisie of Bessarabia as a consequence of national-commercial
policy promoted by the imperial government in the newly annexed territory.
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
