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DUTCH COINS IN THE PRINCIPALITY OF MOLDOVA (1711-1859)
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The absence of a national coin in the Principality of Moldova led to the penetration of foreign coins into this area.
The importance of Dutch coins in the Principality in the 18th and 19th centuries is essential and obvious, as evidenced
by both written sources and monetary finds. The attestation of Dutch coins in the form of monetary discoveries, on a
large area of the Principality of Moldova, but also their mention in various written sources proves the spreading and
importance of Dutch currency in the monetary circulation on this territory. The presence of the lion thaler and ducat was
so significant that they became the official currency, although they were not the national currency.
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MONEDELE OLANDEZE iN PRINCIPATUL MOLDOVEI (1711-1859)

Absenta unei monede nationale in Principatul Moldovei a permis patrunderea diverselor tipuri de monede straine in
acest spatiu. Importanta monedelor olandeze in Principatul Moldovei pe parcursul secolelor XVIII si XIX este una esentiala,
fapt confirmat atat de sursele scrise, cat si de descoperirile monetare. Atestarea monedelor olandeze sub forma de desco-
periri monetare, pe o zona extinsa a Principatului Moldovei, dar i mentionarea lor in diferite surse scrise, confirma
raspandirea si importanta monedei olandeze in circulatia monetara din acest teritoriu. Prezenta talerului si a ducatului in
circulatia monetard a fost atat de semnificativa, incat se va produce situatia in care aceste monede, desi internationale,
vor detine rolul de monede oficiale.
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
