Facand apel la instrumentele lingvistice, contextualizand informatiile si raportandu-le la realitatile istoriografice,
studiul isi propune sa surprindd procesul evolutiv al grafiei unui toponim, Lugoj, din Banatul medieval. Asezarea, situata
intr-o zond de interferentd culturala si lingvistica, a parcurs mai multe etape istorice, de-a lungul secolelor, conservand
semnificatii etnonimice originare romanesti. O intreagd pleiada de lingvisti si istorici au formulat ipoteze privind etimologia
toponimului. Au fost exprimate teorii privind un posibil substrat geto-dac al etimonului, o teorie de factura latinista,
ipoteza unei pretinse derivari dintr-un radical slav si o teorie care face apel la originea maghiara a etimonului. Am retinut,
in studiul de fata, argumentatia lingvistului Simion Danila, care consemneaza apelativul logoj(i), pluralul lui logoz, s.m.,
dublet banatean pentru rogoz, s.m., din vechiul slav rogozii, planta erbacee (carex riparia), care poate fi intalnita in
zone mlastinoase si locuri umede, intrebuintata la impletitul rogojinilor si la acoperitul caselor din mediul rural.
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ROMANIAN TOPONYMICAL ETYMOLOGIES IN THE MEDIEVAL BANAT.

THE CASE STUDY OF THE LUGOJ TOPONYM ETYMOLOGY

Using linguistic tools, contextualizing the information and relating it to historiographical realities, the study aims to
capture the evolutionary process of the spelling of a place name, Lugoj, from medieval Banat. The settlement, located in
an area of cultural and linguistic interference, has gone through several historical stages, over the centuries, preserving
ethnonymic meanings of Romanian origin. A whole host of linguists and historians have formulated hypotheses regarding
the etymology of the toponym. Theories regarding a possible Geto-Dacian substratum of the etymon, a Latinist theory,
the hypothesis of a supposed derivation from a Slavic radical and a theory that appeals to the Hungarian origin of the
etymon were expressed. In the present study, I have taken the argument of the linguist Simion Danila, which records the
appellation logoj (i), the plural of logoz Banat doublet for rogoz, from the old Slavic rogozii, herbaceous plant (carex riparia),
which can be found in swampy areas and wet places, used to weave mats and to cover houses in rural areas.
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
