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THE POETRY OF NICOLAE DABIJA UNDER THE SIGN OF THE MYTHIC

The purpose of this research is to capitalize on the poetic creation of Nicolae Dabija from the perspective of mythical
images and notorious personalities from ancient culture. Poems from different volumes are selected, revealing a respect
for the ancient Hellenic culture, such as: The Orphic symbol, the poet Homer, Odysseus, Nausicaa, Eurydice, etc. The
connection of the mysterious with the real world is a component of poetry in order to create an atmosphere of reverie.
This article includes arguments of complicity of the lyrical self in discovering, living the wonder. The understanding of the
macrocosmos is done in cinematic detail. In Nicolae Dabija's poetry we illustrate how the contemporary poet is capitalized,
reported to the images of Homerus and Orphaeus — the ancient culture, thus contributing to an opening towards universality
from a unique vision. The mastery of the word is measured in the tendency to see the beautiful, to plead for life and to
have the strength to stop time through a flash photography, by means of the poetic text.
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
