in partea a doua a studiului® autorul pune in discutie schimbarile care au intervenit in structura sociald a societatii
ruse, caracterizeaza procesul constituirii burgheziei si acumularii initiale sau primitive a capitalului, analizeaza discutiile
duse pe parcursul anilor in istoriografia occidentald si americana privind modelele de trecere de la medieval la modern,
procesul de formare a pietei nationale ruse si procesul controversat si de durata de formare a relatiilor capitaliste in dife-
rite sfere economice ale Rusiei.

Autorul constata ca intre perioada de disparitie a sistemului economic vechi — cel feudal-iobagist (medieval) si de stator-
nicire a celui nou (modern/capitalist) exista o perioada de trecere, durata si caracterul careia depind, in fiecare tara, de di-
feriti factori si conditii concret-istorice. In perioada de trecere ambele sisteme nu sunt pure, curate, specifice formelor ma-
ture/clasice: a) sistemul medieval in disparitie pierde din trasaturile specifice perioadei clasice, b) iar capitalismului in
proces de constituire nu-i sunt specifice formele capitalismului matur.

Cercetarile de ultima ora efectuate in Rusia atestd ca formarea modelului capitalismului rus a fost influentatd de formele
tardive ale relatiilor feudale, care nu doar au contribuit la statornicirea relatiilor capitaliste in perioada de pana la reforma
agrara (1861), dar au pus si bazele institutionale ale sistemului economic al Rusiei contemporane.
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RUSSIA BETWEEN THE MEDIEVAL AND THE MODERN TIMES

The problem of the genesis of capitalism (mid-17th century - early 19th century) (1)

In the second part of the study?, the author discusses the changes that have taken place in the social structure of the
Russian society, characterizes the process of constituting of the bourgeoisie and the initial or primitive accumulation of
capital, and the discussions in Western and American historiography on the models of transition from the medieval to
modern times. Also the process of forming of the Russian national market and the discussions carried out over the years
on this issue, and the controversial and lasting process of the genesis of capitalist relations in different economic spheres
of Russia is scrutinized.

The author ascertains that between the period of disappearance of the fading feudal-serfdom (medieval) economic
system — and the new (modern/capitalist) period, there is a period of transition, the duration and character of which depends,
in each country, on different factors and concrete-historical conditions. During the transition period, both systems are
not pure, clean, and specific to the mature/classical forms: a. the disappearing medieval system loses from the specific
features of the classical period, b. and the capitalism in the process of establishment doesn't comprise the specific forms
of the mature capitalism.

Recent research in Russia shows that the formation of the Russian capitalism model was influenced by the late forms of
feudal relations, which contributed not only to the establishment of capitalist relations during the period until the agrarian
reform (1861), but also laid the institutional basis of the economic system of the contemporary Russia.
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
