iN TIMPUL BATALIEI PENTRU ODESSA (1941)

La 22 iunie 1941, Armata romand s-a angajat in razboiul impotriva U.R.S.S., 1n vederea eliberarii Basarabiei si a
nordului Bucovinei de sub ocupatia sovietica. Insd, ofensiva a fost continuati si la est de Nistru, urmarindu-se infrange-
rea totala a adversarului.

In teritoriul dintre Nistru si Bug, cea mai importanta batilie a fost cea pentru Odessa, care a insemnat lupta pentru
stapanirea Intregului spatiu transnistrean.

Misiunea pentru cucerirea Odessei i-a revenit Armatei a IV-a romane, care pana la victoria din 16 octombrie 1941
si-a fundamentat deciziile tactico-militare pe datele furnizate de serviciile de informatii atasate. Unul dintre acestea era
Centrul de Informatii ,,B”, care, in principal, pe baza informatiilor obtinute de la prizonieri si dezertori, a reusit sd puna
la dispozitie date importante armatelor de operatiuni.
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CENTER “B” INTELLIGENCE ACTIVITY OF ROMANIAN ARMY DURING THE

ODESSA BATTLE (1941)

On June 22, 1941, the Romanian Army had engaged in the war against the USSR, in order to liberate Bessarabia and
Northern Bukovina from Soviet occupation. But then the offensive continued even on the eastern side of Dniester,
intending the total defeat of the opponent.

In the territory between the Dniester and the Bug, the most important battle was that for Odessa, that aimed for the
possession of the whole Transdniestrian territory.

The mission for occupation of the Odessa was due to Romanian Fourth Army, which until the victory from October
16, 1941, has substantiated its strategic military decisions based on intelligence services’ information. One of those
services was the Information Centre "B". It was able to provide important data to the operation armies basing mainly on
information obtained from prisoners and deserters.
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
