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CUNOASTEREA ANTROPOLOGICA iN RAPORT CU TEORII
SI PRACTICI ALE DEZVOLTARII

Relatia ambivalenta dintre antropologie si dezvoltare 1si are originile in cadrul proiectelor administrative coloniale
de guvernare si limitrofe cu acestea, in proiectele de Imbunatatire a vietii sociale, ceea ce a determinat aparitia, imediat
primului razboi mondial, a unei subdiscipline antropologice, si anume — antropologia aplicatd. Multi dintre autorii con-
sacrati domeniului descriu relatia dintre antropologie si dezvoltare. Chiar si cu acceptarea antropologilor in echipele
marilor agentii ale dezvoltarii, multi autori inca descriu relatia ,,nelinistita”, ,,dificila” dintre campul antropologic si cel
al dezvoltarii, cel din urma considerat de catre James Ferguson, ,,diavolul geaman” al primului. Anume aceste dispute,
conform lui Doughty, devin caracteristici integrale ale relatiei. Dincolo de aportul pe care il poate avea antropologia in
succesul politicilor dezvoltarii, reprezentanti ai acestei paradigme critica insusi statutul ontologic al dezvoltarii, conside-
rata timp de decenii ca descriptor adevarat al realitatii, un limbaj neutru care poate fi utilizat in si pentru diferite contexte
politice. Dezvoltarea (sociala, internationald), care serveste unor scopuri specifice politice, nu este atat de mult preocu-
pata de specificul local, cat de (doar) producerea unor modele care pot fi aplicate in mai multe situatii; pentru antropo-
logie specific este descoperirea diferentelor si adaptarea politicilor dupa acest sens. De cele mai multe ori, in contextul
international politic si financiar, transferele dintre guverne nu tin cont de specificul cultural, de analizele comunitatilor
beneficiare. Utilizind munca de teren, antropologul poate face o analiza clara a diverselor comportamente, societati,
oferind observatii importante intru realizarea cu succes a proiectelor de dezvoltare.
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ANTHROPOLOGICAL KNOWLEDGE IN RELATION TO THEORIES AND

PRACTICES OF DEVELOPMENT

Relationship between the anthropology and development theory has its origins in the colonial projects of governmental
administration and its ambiguous sense was enhanced by social developmental projects. Today mostly of author describe
anthropology and development theory relationship as one of the most “uneasy”, “difficult” or that who is coming from
the anthropological field of work called by James Ferguson as “Devil’s twin”. In this sense according to Doughty, those
disputes became part of whole relationship. Besides the fact that anthropology can be important to increase the success
of development policies, many representatives of Anthropology of Development criticized ontological path of this field,
used for many years as main portrayer of social reality. Development serves almost of time to the specific policy purposes,
and is not concerned about local conditions, but is interested into the production of models whih can be applied in many
situations. While for Anthropology is important to discern the differencies and adoption of those policies which are
compatibile with the local societal character. Using terrain work, anthropologist can make a clearer analysis of different
societal communities, behaviours; he will bring a greater observation to the economists, or developers, or to other
investigations groups.
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
