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In this paper the 2" to 4™ century period for Crisana is highlighted, when this area was massively inhabited by the
tribes of free Dacians, the ones not incorporated in the Roman Empire. They lived between the lazyg Sarmatians and
the Germanic people from the West and North-West and the Roman province Dacia. Their material culture lives on,
changes in their structure are made by the appearance of black grainy pottery and the brick-red usual roman pottery.
Gradually their culture is metamorphosed in a provincial Roman one. The settlements belonging to the free Dacians on
the Crisul Repede, Crisul Alb, Crisul Negru, Barcdu and Ier valleys were archaeologically researched. We mention the
settlement from Mediesul Aurit where dozens of pottery kilns were discovered and where Roman style pottery was
produced on a grand scale destined for trade. Researches showed that the free Dacians continued their lives even after the
Roman conquest. They had contacts with Sarmatians and Germanic people but the strong Roman influence cannot be
contested, especially through trade and social relations. After the Romans left the province one can observe movements
of romanized Dacians towards West and North-West but also movements of free Dacians’ territory towards the once
Roman Dacia. The process of romanization continues here until the arrival of the Slavs and in the 9"-10" century the
Romanians form here a separate political formation.
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PROCESUL DE ROMANIZARE iN CRISANA iN LUMINA CERCETARILOR ARHEOLOGICE

In aceasta lucrare este evidentiati perioada secolelor II-IV d.Hr. in Crisana, cand aceastd zona a fost locuitd masiv de
triburile dacilor liberi, cei care nu au fost incorporati in Imperiul Roman. Ei au trdit intre sarmatii iazygi si populatiile
germanice din vest si nord-vest si provincia romana Dacia. Cultura lor materiald continud, schimbarile in structura ei
constau in aparitia ceramicii negre zgrunturoase si a ceramicii caramizii romane uzuale. Treptat, cultura lor se metamor-
fozeaza intr-una romana provinciala. Au fost cercetate arheologic asezarile apartinand dacilor liberi de pe viile raurilor:
Crisul Repede, Crisul Alb, Crisul Negru, Barcau si ler. Mentiondm asezarea de la Mediesul Aurit, in care au fost desco-
perite zeci de cuptoare de ars lutul, unde ceramica de facturd romana a fost produsa pe o scard mare fiind destinata co-
mertului. Cercetarile au aratat ca dacii liberi gi-au continuat viata aici chiar si dupa cucerirea romana. Ei au avut con-
tacte cu sarmatii i cu populatiile germanice, dar influenta puternica romana nu poate fi contestatd, mai ales prin relatiile
comerciale si sociale. Dupa ce romanii au parasit provincia, se pot observa deplasari ale dacilor romanizati inspre vest si
nord-vest, dar si ale celor din teritoriul dacilor liberi inspre fosta Dacie romana. Procesul romanizarii continua pana la
venirea slavilor, iar in secolele IX-X romanii formeaza aici o formatiune politica separata.
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
