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STABILIREA RELATIILOR POLITICO-DIPLOMATICE DINTRE
REPUBLICA MOLDOVA SI REPUBLICA TURCIA IN ANII 1991-1994

Pe fundalul reconfigurarilor politice si al incertitudinii din URSS, recunoasterea independentei Republicii Moldova de
catre Republica Turcia se produce abia la 16 decembrie 1991. Odata cu stabilirea relatiilor diplomatice dintre Republica
Moldova si Republica Turcia, la 3 februarie 1992 partile initiaza actiuni menite sa intensifice dialogul politico-diplo-
matic. Intensificarea dialogului politic moldo-turc a fost determinatd de schimbarea directiilor politicii externe a noului
cabinet prezidential al lui Siileyman Demirel in cea de-a doua jumitate a anului 1993. In timpul vizitei oficiale in
Republica Moldova a presedintelui Demirel din 1-3 iunie 1994 a fost stabilit cadrul juridic general al colaborarii bila-
terale prin semnarea Tratatului de prietenie i colaborare intre Republica Moldova si Republica Turcia si au fost puse
bazele unei colaboriri mai intense in toate domeniile prin stabilirea contactelor cu delegatia numeroasa (si diversa in
componenta sa) ce |-a insotit pe presedintele turc.
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vizite la nivel inalt.

ESTABLISHING OF POLITICAL AND DIPLOMATIC RELATIONS BETWEEN REPUBLIC OF

MOLDOVA AND REPUBLIC OF TURKEY IN 1991-1994

Taking into account the political reconfigurations and the uncertain situation from the USSR, the recognition of the
Republic of Moldova's independence by the Republic of Turkey occurs only on December 16, 1991. Since the estab-
lishment of diplomatic relations between Republic of Moldova and Republic of Turkey on February 3, 1992, both sides
initiated some actions in order to strengthen the political and diplomatic dialogue. The factor that determined the intensity
of the Moldovan-Turkish political dialogue was the change of foreign policy directions of the new presidential cabinet
of Siileyman Demirel in the second half of 1993. During Demirel’s official visit to Republic of Moldova on June 1%-3",
1994 the general legal framework for bilateral cooperation was established, by signing the Treaty of Friendship and
Cooperation between Republic of Moldova and Republic of Turkey, and also the bilateral collaboration was intensified,
by setting contacts with the numerous and diverse delegation of Turkish president.
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
