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MUSIC AND POLITICAL POWER IN MOLDOVA IN MEDIEVAL TIMES

Music represents one of the main forms of manifestation for the political power, especially for the medieval period,
primarily due to the fact that the ruler was the only one who laid claim to such kind of music. Apart from this, the ruler
was also the owner of other various musical ensembles, known as “courtly music”, which had the role of providing a
pleasant ambience, of relaxing the audience and, last but not least, as a manifestation of one’s superiority towards their
subjects. In the many events housed at the court, one can notice both the official (military) type of music, already
mentioned above, but also the private one, more frequently and obviously encountered during feasts and parties, but in
other cases, too, such as during the religious holidays or for the most common moments of relaxation. Regardless of its
nature, music represents a way of multiple expression for political power and legitimacy, but also its most effective
“transmission” instrument.
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
