THE HUNGARIAN ,,REVOLUTION” IN 1989

In Hungary the 1980s, in “the happiest barrack of the socialist camp”, the opposition movement have strengthened
step by step. On the one hand, the Hungarian society regained the self-organizing capacity to develop opposition
movements; on the other hand, this was possible because Karoly Grosz, the representative of the HSWP hard-line,
resigned and thus opened the opportunity for social and political transformation through negotiation. As a result,
Parliament passed the Law on Associations, allowing the emergence of political parties, civic associations and unions
implicitly making possible the first free elections in the spring of 1990.
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
