Ce efecte are globalizarea asupra societatii, dar mai ales asupra
individului? Care este impactul globalizarii asupra libertatii individuale?

Vom incerca sa raspundem la aceste Intrebari raportdndu-ne la doua texte/ spectacole diferite ca abordare ideologica/
gandire teatrald, insd ambele avand ca tema fenomenul migratiei si efectele lui. Ambele 1si au radacina in realitatea, care,
mai intai, a facut obiectul unui demers jurnalistic, si ulterior, a fost transpusa in text dramatic.

Ne vom referi, asadar, la Migraaaanti sau Prea suntem multi in aceeasi barca (2016), piesa lui Matei Visniec, si la
Planeta Viselor Pierdute, text dramatic si spectacol de teatru telematic, de Marina-Diana Hanganu si lon Mircioaga, reali-
zate in cadrul Tele-Encounters, proiect de teatru si film experimental in premierd mondiala (2018), coordonat de Teatrul
,.George Ciprian” din Buzau. Doud abordari teatrale total diferite asupra unei singure problematici actuale presante: migratia.

MIGRATION - FROM JOURNALIST REALITY TO THEATER FICTION

Everyday reality emphasizes the feeling of man's alienation not only to his fellow men, but also to himself. The theater,
more than any other art, directs its attention to the absurdity of individual existence in a global context in an attempt to
recover and restore values in the old patterns defining humanity: the right to life, to a free existence, the dissolution of
the being, and her returning at "home".

But what does "home" mean in the context of globalization? What effects does this have on society, but especially
on the individual? What is the impact of globalization on individual freedom?

We will try to answer these questions by referring to two different texts / performances as an ideological approach /
theatrical thinking, but both have as theme the migration phenomenon and its effects. Both have their roots in reality,
which was first the subject of a journalistic approach, and later it was transposed into dramatic text.

We will refer to Migraaaants or We are too many in the same boat (2016), the play of Matei Visniec, and to The
Planet of Missing Dreams, dramatic text and telematic drama by Marina-Diana Hanganu and lon Mircioagd, made in
Tele-Encounters, theater project and experimental film in the world premiere (2018), coordinated by "George Ciprian”
Theater Buzau. Two completely different theatrical approaches on a single current pressing issue: migration.
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
