Conceptul de libertate este unul extrem de discutat si controversat in cadrul disciplinelor sociale si umanistice. Noile
modalitati de interpretare, precum si implicatiile de ordin social, politic, economic, juridic, de fiecare data ne fixeaza
atentia asupra extensiei semantice a conceptului.

Libertatea este inter-
pretata ca o fortd originard, mereu prezentd si istoric corespunzatoare strategiilor de putere care traverseaza corpusul
socil. Expresia libertatii umane poate fi garantata doar prin exercitiul practic al libertatii.
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INTERPRETATION OF THE CONCEPTS OF FREEDOM AND EMANCIPATION IN FOUCAULT'S PHILOSOPHY

The concept of freedom is extremely discussed and controversial in social sciences and humanities. The new ways
of interpretation as well as the social, political, economic, legal implications, fix our attention each time on the semantic
extension of the concept. We further propose to present the interpretation of the concept of freedom in the work of the
French philosopher Michel Foucault, whose interest is not in classical interpretations of freedom, but rather, in that
form of freedom that aims at the order of facts and the functionality of the social body. Freedom is interpreted as an
original force, always present and historically corresponding to the power strategies that cross the social corpus. The
expression of human freedom can be guaranteed through the practical exercise of freedom.
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
